Last I heard Jack and Tim were planning on at-

tending the Joe Nall fly-in in mid May—this is the 

largest RC fly-in in the USA.  If you are thinking 

about going contact Jack or Tim.

Road Construction in New Palestine 

Directions on how to get to the meeting
